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Seventh Week in Ordinary Time   
 

Mon., Feb. 20: James 3:13-18; Mark 9:14-29 
Who among you is wise and understanding? Let 
him show his works by a good life in the humility 
that comes from wisdom. Throughout the letter of 
James, one theme is prevalent: The Christian faith 
must be lived. “Be doers of the word, not hearers 
only,” he wrote earlier in this epistle. James em-
phasizes the crucial relationship between what we 
say we believe (our faith) and what we do (our 
attitudes and actions). Jesus also preached that 
people should live so that others might see their 
good works and give glory to God. As we prepare 
for the season of Lent, we remember that being a 
disciple is a way of life — and it must be lived. 
“Faith, by itself, if it has no works, is dead.” Lead 
us, O God, that our faith may be followed with 
action.  
 

Tues., Feb. 21: James 4:1-10; Mark 9:30-37 
Peter Damian, bishop and doctor of the church 
Whoever wants to be first must be last of all and 
servant of all. What is true greatness? What does 
it mean to be a great human being? Who comes to 
mind when you think of someone great? If you 
ask children what they want to be when they grow 
up, you’ll get a fairly good idea of who is “great” 
in their eyes. To be great, one must be a talented 
athlete, a popular rock star or a beautiful celebrity. 
It should come as no surprise that Jesus’ vision of 
true greatness doesn’t have much in common with 
the world’s priorities. With infinite patience, Jesus 
corrects the disciples’ misunderstanding of being 
great by the example of his own life. Gracious 
God, lead us to use our gifts and talents to serve 
in Christ’s name.  
 

First Days of Lent   
Wed., Feb. 22: Joel 2:12-18; 2 Cor. 5:20–6:2; 
Matt 6:1-6, 16-18 Ash Wednesday Yet even now, 
says the Lord, return to me with your whole heart. 
Today is Ash Wednesday, the beginning of Lent. 
This 40-day journey toward Easter is a solemn and 
serious time. It is a time to forget the trivia of 
daily living and contemplate life itself. It is a time 
to look in the mirror and see ourselves as we 
really are, warts and all. When we receive the 
ashes on our forehead, we are marked as sinners, 
as people who have not accomplished all that we 
promised to do when we made our vows to Christ 
and the church. But the ashes also mark us as peo-
ple who nonetheless seek to follow the teachings 
of Jesus Christ. Bless us, eternal God, that this 
may be a season of renewal and spiritual growth.  
 

Thurs., Feb. 23: Deut 30:15-20; Luke 9:22-25 
Polycarp, bishop and martyr I have set before you 
life and death, blessing and curse. Choose life. Life 
is a series of choices and decisions. Some of those 
decisions are routine: what to eat, what to wear, how 
to get everything done that needs to be done. Other 
decisions are far more significant: career and voca-
tional choices, the choice to marry or to become par-
ents. At that level, the choices we make reflect our 
priorities. Much as we may like to think it does, the 
Bible does not give many hard and fast answers to 
the struggles we face. From the very beginning in 
Genesis, scripture emphasizes human freedom. God 
wants us to live in covenant with God and with each 
other. But God won’t force us. The choice is always 
ours. Holy God, strengthen us to hear your word 
and choose your way.  
 

Fri., Feb. 24: Isa 58:1-9a; Matt 9:14-15 This is the 
fasting that I wish: releasing those bound unjustly, 
untying the thongs of the yoke, setting free the op-
pressed … sharing your bread with the hungry, shel-
tering the oppressed and the homeless, clothing the 
naked when you see them, and not turning your back 
on your own. In his role as prophet, Isaiah confronts 
the people of Israel about their worship practices 
and their faithfulness to the covenant with God. Like 
James, Isaiah reminds us that our religious activities 
don’t mean much unless they lead to action and ser-
vice. Isaiah and other prophets proclaim that reli-
gious activities that are done just for show don’t 
impress anyone, especially God. God desires stead-
fast love rather than meaningless sacrifices. God 
requires justice, mercy and humility. You challenge 
us to make our faith visible and genuine, eternal 
God.  
 

Sat., Feb. 25: Isa 58:9b-14; Luke 5:27-32 Follow 
me. Who do you follow — things, money, issues, 
people or Jesus? Even in the church, we can follow 
the wrong things. Some people follow preachers; 
they shop around until they find a pastor they like. 
But Jesus said, “Follow me.” Others follow their 
own pet issues; they become obsessed with immi-
gration, health care, government, gun control or the 
end times. But Jesus said, “Follow me.” Some fol-
low a particular denomination; those who belong to 
that denomination are the true Christians, and those 
who don’t … well, we’ll pray for them, but we don’t 
want to have much to do with them. But Jesus said, 
“Follow me.” And who can follow? Anyone, even a 
tax collector like Levi. It matters not who you are or 
who you have been. Jesus says, “Follow me.” Grant 
us wisdom and strength as we seek to follow you, 
Lord.
